•	 6# Fireline
•	 Size 11 or 12 needle
•	 3” 22g wire
•	 28” 20g wire
•	 1 chain tassel
•	 Large chain – 16” (approximately 6x4)
•	 6 – 6-7 mm jump rings
•	 18 – 6-8 mm silver spacers
•	 2 pewter components (25 mm)

•	 1 drop crystal (approximately 17 mm)
•	 1 – 4 mm bicone crystal
•	 14 – 6 mm round or rondel crystals
•	 9 – 8 mm round or rondel crystals
•	 2 – 10 mm round or rondel crystals
•	 3 – 5 beaded beads with a jump ring attached to top and 

bottom.
